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Introduction

Purpose of this Companion

This companion supports teachers in planning and facilitating the Family and Community Engagement
component of Threads & Themes. Part 1 provides the Community Asset Mapping framework that
anchors the program’s approach; unit-by-unit asset maps with planning-ready Asset Focus, Mapping
Move, and Family Connection content; facilitation guidance for the caregiver-facing tools; teacher-side
protocols for supporting newcomer students; and the full assessment guidance on how
community-connected work produces valid evidence of learning. Part 2 of this document contains the
Family and Community Engagement Caregiver Guide, and Part 3 contains the Unit Welcome Letters in
English and five translated languages.

How to Use this Companion

Use this companion during unit planning, at the start of the year when introducing the caregiver-facing
tools to families, and throughout the year when adjusting for specific students and community assets.
Three use patterns:

e Unit planning: Before each unit, review the relevant asset map (Section 2) to identify which
community connections and family invitations you will use. Adapt based on what you know
about your students’ communities.

e Beginning-of-year rollout: Use Section 3’s facilitation guidance to introduce caregivers to the
home-learning tools at back-to-school night, and to establish interpretation protocols for
conferences.

e Ongoing support: Refer to Section 4 when a newcomer student joins your class, and to Section 5
when scoring community-connected work as part of the unit performance task.

Family and Caregiver Guides

When you introduce a tool to a caregiver, use the language from Part 2 of this companion; when you
plan with the tool, use Part 1.

Section 1: Community Asset Mapping Framework

Alignment to the California ELA/ELD Framework

Threads & Themes is intentionally mapped to the five Key Themes of the California ELA/ELD Framework:
Meaning Making, Language Development, Effective Expression, Content Knowledge, and Foundational
Skills. Community Asset Mapping is the mechanism that keeps those themes anchored in students’ real
communities. The figure below shows the full Circles of Implementation model from the Framework;
each unit in Threads & Themes operates at the intersection of the five themes and a local community

context.
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Circles of Implementation of ELA/Literacy and ELD Instruction
The five Key Themes (center) are surrounded by the instructional context, motivating, engaging, respectful,
intellectually challenging, integrated, and the capacities of literate individuals (outer ring).

What Is Community Asset Mapping?

Community Asset Mapping is the practice of identifying and connecting with the linguistic, historical,
cultural, and human resources in a school’s local community to make curriculum more relevant and
engaging for students. In Threads & Themes, each unit’s anchor text and Essential Question connect to
universal themes that can be localized through community assets. This framework provides the
structured process for making those connections explicit. Community assets also include the texts and
media the community produces — murals, local journalism, signage, photo archives, oral histories, social
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media. In Threads & Themes, media literacy is taught as a form of community literacy: students should
evaluate, create, and circulate media in conversation with what their community already knows.

This approach is grounded in the funds of knowledge tradition (Moll et al., 1992), which treats families,
including those new to U.S. schools and those with limited formal schooling, as carriers of historically
and culturally accumulated knowledge that is essential to learning. Asset mapping operationalizes that
orientation: family expertise, language, and lived experience are content the curriculum draws on, not
enrichment to add later.

How to Use the Asset Maps

Each unit’s asset map (Section 2) includes three components:

e Asset Focus, the type of community resource to connect with.

¢ Mapping Move, a specific classroom activity that bridges the unit content to the local
community.

¢ Family Connection, how families and caregivers can participate in or extend the asset mapping
work at home.

Review the asset map during unit planning and identify which connections are most relevant to your
specific community. You do not need to use every mapping move. Choose the connections that are most
authentic to your community and your students. The goal is local relevance, not coverage.

A Note on Local Relevance

Every unit’s asset map is an invitation, not a prescription. Your students’ community is the starting
point, not the generic one described in the map.

The Asset Mapping Process

Use this four-step process each time you plan a community-connected unit. Asset mapping is a year-long
practice, not a one-time exercise: each new unit is an opportunity to revisit the asset map with families
and surface assets that have come to light during the year.

Overview

The Family and Caregiver Guide contains six caregiver-facing tools you will use across the year. This
section explains how to introduce and sustain each one.

¢ Unit welcome letters (twelve pre-populated letters in Part 3 of this guide)

Rolling Out the Welcome Letters

Send the welcome letter home at the start of each unit. Options:

e Paper copy in student folder, plus a digital copy emailed to family email addresses on file.

¢ Translated versions: the program launches with translations in Spanish, Chinese (simplified
characters), Tagalog, Vietnamese, Arabic, Russian, and Farsi.

e For families who prefer voice communication: record a 2-minute audio message repeating the
letter's key points, or ask your school's bilingual liaison or interpreter to record one in the
family's home language.

¢ Pair the welcome letter with a positive-first contact: within the first 30 days of school (or within
14 days of a newcomer family enrolling), reach every family with a personal positive note in the
home language whenever possible, a phone call, a recorded voice message, or a brief written
note, before any concern is raised. Research consistently identifies this single move as the
highest-leverage trust-building action teachers can take at the start of the year, and it is the
most-mentioned thing immigrant and multilingual families want from their child’s school.

The current letter can be sent without any updates. However, personalizing the signature block and
contact info before sending creates a more connected community. If you would like to add a unit-specific
note (for example, inviting a Neighborhood Elder visit, a Local Maker demonstration, or a connected field
trip), add that information in an attachment at the end.

Introducing the Home-Learning Tools

The Caregiver Guide includes a grade-specific home-learning table organized by domain (listening,
speaking, reading, writing). Introduce these tools at back-to-school night or the first family conference.

e Walk families through one row of the table relevant to their grade. Demonstrate the example
move (not the abstract one).

e Remind families they do not need English literacy to use any of these moves. Emphasize that
home language reading and writing count. This is often the most surprising point for families, so
make sure that it’s recognized.
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Provide the Caregiver Guide table as a reference.

Conference Facilitation With Interpreters

In order to ensure that you are able to communicate with every caregiver, your school should have
interpreters available when needed. Your responsibilities:

Confirm interpreter availability 2 weeks before each conference window.

When you send the conference reminder, include the phrase "an interpreter is available on
request” in the family’s home language.

At the conference, ask the interpreter to translate the teacher’s summary into written notes the
family takes home, not only spoken translation in the moment.

Invite the caregiver’s questions first, before presenting your own observations. The Caregiver
Guide suggests three questions they should feel empowered to ask; make sure you answer all
three.

Coordinating With IEP/504 Teams

The Caregiver Guide names the caregiver’s right to interpreters at IEP and 504 meetings. Your part:

Forward the family’s home-learning adaptations (from the Caregiver Guide’s IEP/504 subsection)
to the case manager before the next IEP or 504 review.

Cross-reference the Universal Access Handbook and the Dyslexia Support Guide for any
adaptations a family asks about.
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Section 4: Supporting Newcomer Students

Newcomer students and emergent bilinguals bring real strengths to the ELA classroom —
multilingualism, cultural knowledge, and the problem-solving born of navigating two worlds. They may
also bring prior literacy in another language.These strengths are assets you can draw on in the unit work.
They enter a classroom that has historically been built around a single language, and this section gives
you the protocols to honor what they bring while providing the targeted supports that keep grade-level
ELA rigor within reach. Every practice in this section is designed to help you serve newcomer students
and students whose home language is not English.

Trauma-Informed Practice

Some community-asset prompts and family-story invitations in this program invite stories of
migration, loss, or crisis. For many newcomer families, especially refugee and asylee families, these
are not abstract topics.

e Participation in any family-story activity is always invitation-based, never required.

e Before units that may surface difficult memories, preview upcoming prompts with the family
liaison, multilingual counselor, or school social worker for any student flagged for
social-emotional support.

o Keep alternative activities ready. A student’s choice not to share a family story is respected
without explanation.

e While our program does its best to support you with the topics covered in these units, it
helps to document which areas of the program surfaced difficult conversations for your
students so grade-team planning can adapt next time around.

Preparing Your School’s Newcomer Information

The Family and Caregiver Guide promises newcomer families clear, practical information about the
school day, grades, testing, rights, and services. That promise depends on you knowing your school’s and
district’s specifics. Before welcoming a newcomer family, take time to gather the information below. It’s
the information you will actually share, translate, and point families toward. Keep your completed
version on hand, and update it each year.

Who is our school’s parent/family liaison? How
is the liaison contacted?

Who is our EL coordinator or Multilingual
Learner lead?

What is our district’s SLIFE identification
protocol, and who runs screening?
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Which home languages have translations
currently available? What is the request
pathway for new translations?

Who is our district’s interpretation vendor, and
what is the request turnaround?

What is the ELPAC administration window this
year, and who receives results?

What is the school’s peer-buddy protocol for
newcomer students?

What after-school, Saturday, or summer bridge
programs serve newcomer students in our
district?

Which free/reduced lunch, counseling, and
health-screening applications are already
translated?

Where is our district’s "Know Your Rights"
document, in which languages?

SLIFE Classroom Supports

SLIFE (Students with Limited or Interrupted Formal Education) identification is a district-level decision. If
the district has not yet identified a newly enrolled student whom you suspect may be SLIFE, request a
Multilingual Learner case meeting by day 45 of enrollment. Do not wait for formal identification to begin
support.

Classroom-level supports that accelerate SLIFE students’ access to grade-level instruction:
e Pair the student with a home language peer buddy for routines, navigation, and classroom
procedures, not only for content.
e Use picture-talk and realia before and alongside text so vocabulary has a concrete anchor.

¢ Break read-aloud into 5-minute blocks with a comprehension check between each; build stamina
slowly.

e Leverage home language literacy (if present) or oral home language as the bridge to English; do
not treat home language as a barrier.

e Coordinate with the school’s reading specialist to align core ELA instruction with any pull-out or
push-in foundational supports.
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Newcomer Onboarding: Your Year-One Commitments

The caregiver-facing version of the onboarding arc (in the Caregiver Guide) shows families what to

expect. This teacher-facing version specifies your actions within each phase.

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Section 5: Assessment Connections

Community-Connected Work in the Assessment System

Community-connected work products are often part of a unit’s performance task, they are not the
mid- or end-of-unit summative assessment, and they do not replace CAASPP-aligned item sets.

e They produce authentic evidence that complements the summative.

e They are reported in the same gradebook category as the performance task.

e They strengthen content validity claims by showing transfer of grade-level skills to authentic
community contexts.

How Community Engagement Informs Assessment

Community asset mapping activities produce authentic student work products that provide evidence of
learning across multiple domains. When students research a local figure, write about a community
landmark, or present findings from an interview with a community member, they demonstrate reading
comprehension, writing ability, speaking and listening skills, and language development simultaneously.
These authentic assessments have content validity because they require students to apply grade-level
skills to real-world contexts, not just reproduce isolated skills in decontextualized test formats.

Performance Task Community Extensions

Each unit’s performance task can be extended through the community asset mapping connection. When
students complete a performance task that connects to a community asset, the task gains additional
authenticity and rigor because students are writing, speaking, or presenting about something real and
local. The table below summarizes how this community-connected work produces evidence of learning
across the four assessment domains.

Scoring Community-Connected Work

Community-connected work products are scored against the same performance-task rubric as the core
unit task. This ensures consistency across classrooms and makes the community extensions usable as
formal assessment evidence.

For each unit, the teacher edition references:

¢ The unit performance-task rubric

¢ One annotated student-work exemplar per grade level (6, 7, 8), with rubric criteria met at each
score point.

If you add a community-connected extension that is not pre-scored in the teacher edition, the same
rubric still applies, no separate scoring instrument is required.

Community Connections, Home Supports, and Your Role in Your Student’s Learning

Welcome, Families and Caregivers

This guide is for you, parents, guardians, foster families, grandparents, older siblings, and any adult
who helps a Grade 6, 7, or 8 student with their learning at home. It walks you through how our
English Language Arts program connects classroom learning to our local community, and it gives you
practical tools for supporting your student in any language.

You do not need to speak English to use this guide. You do not need to have gone to school in the
United States. Your family’s stories, home language, and lived experience are assets that make our
classroom stronger, and this guide is built around that belief.

What This Guide Is For

Over the next three years, your student will read twelve books and explore big questions about identity,
belonging, memory, power, and possibility in their English Language Arts classroom. This guide shows
you what your student will be reading and thinking about, how their teacher will connect those readings
to our community, and what you can do at home to support their learning.

Reading with your student, telling them family stories, and discussing the day’s lesson at dinner are all
meaningful forms of support. The suggestions in this guide are practical, not prescriptive; choose what
fits your family.

What Your Student Is Learning

Everything in this guide is built around five things your student is learning, five things that weave
together in every book they read. You don’t need to teach any of them. You just need to know what they
are so you can see them happening when your student talks about school. They are the five Key Themes
of the California ELA/ELD Framework: Meaning Making, Language Development, Effective Expression,
Content Knowledge, and Foundational Skills.

A few things to notice about these five themes:

e They are not separate subjects. Your student works on all five at the same time when they read
and then talk and write about what they’ve read.

e They grow across the year and across grades. Your student in Grade 8 is doing the same five
things as in Grade 6, just with more complex texts and deeper ideas.

® You support every one of them when you read with your student, listen to them talk about their
day, or share a story from your own life, in any language.

Three beliefs shape this guide. They explain why we built it the way we did.

Our community is part of the curriculum. Every unit is built around a big question, about belonging,
mastery, justice, identity, memory, power, restoration, or possibility. At certain points throughout the
year, your student’s teacher will connect learning to real people, places, and histories from our local

community, and the community we draw on includes you, your family, and the knowledge you carry.

You are a partner in your student’s achievement, in any language. The tools in this guide give you
concrete ways to support your student at home, every one of them works in any language. You do not
need English literacy to read with your student, discuss what they learned, or share a family story that

connects to the unit.

Acculturation does not mean giving up who you are. If your family is new to U.S. schools, you need clear
information about how this system works and what your rights are. We will give you that information.
We will also say clearly: your cultural practices, your home language, and your family’s values are assets

the school welcomes.

Throughout this guide we use "families and caregivers" to include parents, guardians, foster families,
grandparents, older siblings, and any adult who supports a student’s learning at home.
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Section 1: Your Role in Our Classroom

About this Section

This section is a short explanation of how your student’s teacher will invite family knowledge into the
classroom. It tells you where you fit, and what kinds of invitations to expect during the year.

How Our Classroom Connects to Our Community

Each of the twelve units in Grades 6—8 focuses on a book and a big question that connects to our
community in some way. Your student’s teacher will plan community connections and may invite families
to contribute in several ways. Over the course of the year, these invitations may look like:

Visiting the classroom to share a story about how you contribute to our community.
Suggesting a local artisan, scientist, civic leader, or knowledge-bearer the class might interview.
Sharing a family story, photograph, or object that connects to the unit theme, in any language.
Attending a community showcase where your student presents what they’ve learned.

Helping your student research a local landmark, historical figure, or environmental effort.

Your participation is always welcomed, never required. Choose the invitations that fit your time and your
family.

What the Teacher Will Do

Preview upcoming unit topics through welcome letters.

Invite family stories, assets, and voices that connect to the unit theme.

Help connect you with translation and interpretation support when needed.

Share student work with you so you can celebrate and continue the learning at home.

What | Already Know That Helps My Reader

Who you already are is content for your student’s learning. The stories you tell, the way you cook, the
songs you sing, the work you do, your faith practices, your family’s languages, the places you have lived,
the people you know, all of it is the kind of knowledge that strengthens reading and writing in middle
school. You do not have to read the books your student is reading, attend a workshop, or speak English
to share it. Even ten minutes of conversation about a recipe with a story behind it, a tradition you keep, a
job you have done, or a place that matters to you can connect to what your student is studying.

Engagement that Fits a Middle Schooler

Your student is at the age where they are starting to want more independence, at school and at home.
That does not mean they want less of you. The kind of involvement that supports a middle schooler
looks different from what worked when they were younger. What helps most at this stage:
content-based conversations (asking what they read, what they think, whose side they are on, what
surprised them), modeling reading and writing yourself in any language, and supporting their
goal-setting alongside them rather than monitoring their homework. If your student says “I've got it”
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about an assignment, you have not been pushed away, you have been invited into a different kind of
partnership.

Your student will read John Lewis’ graphic memoir of his role in the Civil Rights
Movement, and will connect it to local civil rights history and civic action in our
own community.

e Share a story of civic action, protest, or change you witnessed or took
part in, only if it’s comfortable to share. There is no expectation.

e If your family has experienced political violence, displacement, fear of
authorities, or has reasons not to discuss public protest, an alternative
is to share a story of resilience, how your family or community
supported each other through a hard time, kept a tradition alive, or
helped a neighbor.

e Ask: "What change in our community has our family helped fight for?"

e Discuss: "What civic action in our community should never be
forgotten?"

e Watch or read a local civil rights story together.

Questions especially useful for Grade 8 conferences

Grade 8 reading and writing focus on argument, source evaluation, and research. The questions below
help you find out how your student is growing in those skills, and what you can practice at home in any
language.

At the end of the unit, your student will create a multimedia Civic Memory Brief that explains how a specific

moment in the Civil Rights Movement used memory and testimony to change systems, drawing on the memoir plus
one credible additional source, with a cover page of two meaningful visuals and captions.

At the end of the unit, your student will write an argument essay explaining how the novel shows that revolutions
can either protect or corrupt their ideals, using evidence from the novel and one real example of persuasive
messaging, with a counterclaim and response.

2, plus the argument essay with counterclaim. Your student’s progress will be shared with you after each
assessment.

Guided by the question How does memory help us understand who we are, and
what is lost when memory disappears? students read early chapters of the novel alongside science texts on memory and
space travel, and compare ancient myth to the ship’s engineered society to ask why memory matters to identity.
® [Investigation 2: Rebuilding Futures. Guided by the question How do stories help communities survive change and imagine
a future worth building? students continue reading to the end of the novel while studying global storytelling traditions,
comparing cultural story forms to Petra’s cuentos and analyzing a short speculative story.
What your student will produce (the Unit Performance Task)

At the end of the unit, your student will craft an original “story for the future”, a short narrative, inspired by the novel, that uses
memory, voice, and a reflective ending to show how a character carries identity through change, shared in a public reading or
podcast.

Your student will take one summative assessment at the end of Investigation 1 and one at the end of Investigation 2, plus the

original “story for the future” and public reading. Your student’s progress will be shared with you after each assessment. Short
daily checks (annotations, exit tickets, mini-writes) also inform small-group support in class.

Here are a few ways you can bring this unit home and support your student’s learning, in any language.
Conversation starters

® What is a story that has been told and retold in our family? What do you think it keeps alive?

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The Last Cuentista is a speculative novel set after a catastrophic event forces a small group to leave Earth. The book includes the
loss of Petra’s family and home planet, scenes of grief and fear, and a society that erases memory and punishes difference. If any
content is difficult for your student or your family, let the teacher know. Alternatives are always available, and your student is
never required to share a personal story.

No es necesario que ustedes ensefien ninguno de
ellos. Solo tienen que saber cudles son para poder reconocerlos cuando el estudiante hable sobre la
escuela. Se trata de los cinco temas clave del Marco de ELA/ELD de California: creacion de significado,
desarrollo del lenguaje, expresion eficaz, conocimiento del contenido y habilidades fundamentales.

Algunas cosas que deben tenerse en cuenta sobre estos cinco:

e No son temas separados. El estudiante trabaja en los cinco al mismo tiempo cuando lee y luego
habla y escribe sobre lo que ha leido.

e Sedesarrollan alo largo del afio y de los grados. El estudiante de octavo grado trabaja en los
mismos cinco elementos que en sexto grado, solo que con textos mas complejos e ideas mas
profundas.

e Ustedes apoyan cada uno de ellos cuando leen con el estudiante, lo escuchan hablar sobre su dia
o0 comparten una historia de su propia vida, en cualquier idioma.

Hay tres principios que definen esta guia. Explican por qué la elaboramos de esta forma.

Nuestra comunidad forma parte del plan de estudios. Cada unidad gira en torno a un tema central,
sobre la pertenencia, el dominio, la justicia, la identidad, la memoria, el poder, la restauracién o las
posibilidades. En determinados momentos a lo largo del afio, el maestro conectara el aprendizaje con
personas, lugares e historias reales de nuestra comunidad local, y esa comunidad en la que nos basamos
incluye a ustedes, a su familia y los conocimientos que ustedes aportan.

Ustedes son parte de los logros de los estudiantes, sea cual sea el idioma. Las herramientas de esta
guia ofrecen formas concretas de apoyar al estudiante en casa, y todas ellas sirven para cualquier

idioma. No es necesario saber inglés para leer con el estudiante, hablar sobre lo que ha aprendido o
compartir una historia familiar relacionada con la unidad.

La aculturacion no implica renunciar a quién es uno. Si su familia no esta familiarizada con el sistema
escolar de Estados Unidos, ustedes necesitan informacion clara sobre como funciona y cudles son sus
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derechos. Nosotros proporcionaremos esa informacién. También les diremos claramente: sus practicas

Como se conecta el aula con nuestra comunidad

Cada una de las 12 unidades de sexto a octavo grado se centra en un libro y un tema central que se
relaciona de alguna manera con nuestra comunidad. El maestro planificara formas de conectar con la
comunidad y es posible que invite a las familias a colaborar de diversas maneras. A lo largo del aio, estas
invitaciones pueden consistir en las siguientes actividades:

e Visitar el aula para compartir una historia sobre cdmo contribuyen a nuestra comunidad.

e Sugerir el nombre de un artesano, un cientifico, un lider civico o un experto local a quien la clase
podria entrevistar.

e Compartir una historia, una fotografia o un objeto de su familia que esté relacionado con el tema
de la unidad, en cualquier idioma.

® Asistir a una presentacion a la comunidad en la que el estudiante exponga lo que ha aprendido.

® Ayudar al estudiante a investigar sobre un lugar emblematico, una figura histérica o una
iniciativa medioambiental local.

Su participaciéon siempre es bienvenida, pero no es obligatoria. Pueden elegir las invitaciones que mejor
se adapten a su tiempo y a su familia.

Qué hara el maestro

® Presentard los temas de las préximas unidades mediante cartas de bienvenida.

e Invitara a compartir historias, recursos y experiencias familiares que se relacionen con el tema
de la unidad.

e Los ayudard a ponerse en contacto con servicios de traduccidn e interpretacion cuando sea
necesario.

e Compartira con ustedes los trabajos del estudiante para que puedan celebrar sus logros y
continuar el aprendizaje en casa.

Lo que ya saben ayuda al estudiante

Lo que ustedes son ya es contenido para el aprendizaje del estudiante. Las historias que cuentan, la
forma en que cocinan, las canciones que cantan, el trabajo que realizan, sus practicas religiosas, los
idiomas que habla su familia, los lugares en los que han vivido, las personas que conocen, todo ello es el
tipo de conocimiento que refuerza la lectura y la escritura en la escuela intermedia. No es necesario que
lean los mismos libros que el estudiante, que asistan a un taller o que hablen inglés para compartir eso.
Incluso 10 minutos de conversacion sobre una receta con una historia detrds, una tradicidon que
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mantienen, un trabajo que han realizado o un lugar que es importante para ustedes puede relacionarse
con lo que se estudia en el aula.

Actividades de apoyo para un estudiante de escuela intermedia

El estudiante estd en una edad en la que empieza a buscar una mayor independencia, en la escuela y en
casa. Eso no significa que ya no los necesite. El tipo de apoyo que necesita un estudiante de escuela
intermedia es diferente al que le servia cuando era mas pequeiio. Lo que mas ayuda en esta etapa: las
conversaciones basadas en el contenido (como preguntarles qué leen, qué piensan, de qué lado estan o
qué les sorprendid), dar el ejemplo leyendo y escribiendo en cualquier idioma, y apoyarlos en el
establecimiento de metas junto a ellos en lugar de solo supervisar sus tareas. Si el estudiante dice "ya
entendi" acerca de una tarea, no los esta apartando, sino que los esta invitando a otro tipo de
colaboracion.

Tema central ¢De qué manera se entrelazaron los sistemas civicos y los testimonios
personales en el movimiento por los derechos civiles de Estados Unidos, y cdmo
contribuyeron esas historias a la accion colectiva que transformo la vida civica
estadounidense?

Qué se tratard en la clase El estudiante leera la autobiografia grafica de John Lewis sobre su papel en el
movimiento por los derechos civiles y la relacionara con la historia local de los
derechos civiles y la accién civica en nuestra propia comunidad.

Formas de conectar en casa e Compartan una historia de accion civica, protesta o cambio que hayan
presenciado o en la que hayan participado, solo si se sienten comodos
haciéndolo.

Qué se tratard en la clase El estudiante leera la alegoria de Orwell y la utilizard para analizar la persuasion
y la propaganda en nuestra propia comunidad, desde los anuncios politicos
hasta los discursos publicos.

Formas de conectar en casa e Vean juntos un comercial o un anuncio politico y hablen sobre las
técnicas que utiliza.

e Pregunten: "¢De quién es la voz de poder en esta historia? ¢ Cémo
controla la informacién que se conoce?".

e Conversen: "¢Qué cambiarian de nuestra comunidad si pudieran?".

e Ayuden al estudiante a resumir lo que estd aprendiendo.

sobre las plantas, la tierra y la reciprocidad y explorara las iniciativas locales de
restauracion ecoldgica.
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Formas de conectar en casa ® Compartan la relacién de su familia con la tierra, la comida o el cultivo.

e Caminen durante 15 minutos y observen el ecosistema en el que viven.
e Pregunten: "¢Qué significa la reciprocidad en nuestra familia?".

e Investiguen junto con el estudiante, aprendiendo de él o siguiendo su
ejemplo, sobre los pueblos indigenas cuyas tierras ancestrales incluyen
su region local (Native-Land.ca es un punto de partida). Cuando sea
posible, aprendan directamente de los sitios web de las tribus, los
museos y las voces indigenas contempordaneas, y no solo de fuentes
secundarias.

Para familias de estudiantes con un IEP o un Plan 504

Las reuniones del Programa de Educacion Individualizado (IEP) y del Plan 504 son independientes de las
reuniones mencionadas anteriormente. Ustedes tienen derecho a contar con un intérprete en todas las
reuniones del IEP y del Plan 504, y los documentos escritos deben ponerse a su disposicion en su idioma
si asi lo solicitan. Su participacién es un derecho protegido.

Adaptaciones para el aprendizaje en casa que pueden ayudar a cualquier estudiante y que, a menudo,
resultan especialmente Utiles para los estudiantes con un IEP o un Plan 504:

e Dividan el tiempo de lectura en voz alta en sesiones cortas (de 5 a 10 minutos) en lugar de un
bloque largo.
e Utilicen audiolibros en su idioma o en inglés como complemento del texto impreso.

e Permitan que el estudiante use una herramienta de dictado (hablar y que el dispositivo lo
escriba) o que responda de forma oral en lugar de por escrito para las conversaciones en casa.

A qué puede acceder el estudiante en el componente digital:
e Lecciones diarias, textos breves y tareas para cada unidad.

e Lecturas en voz alta de todos los textos breves, para que el estudiante pueda escuchar una
pronunciacion fluida mientras lee.

¢ Funciones de accesibilidad integradas, conversidon de texto a voz, numeracion de parrafos,
tamano de texto ajustable y modo de alto contraste.

e Breves indicaciones para reflexionar y preguntas de verificacién de la comprensién integradas en
cada leccion que permiten al estudiante (y al maestro) ver cémo va el aprendizaje.

Si tienen acceso limitado a internet, dispositivos o ambos: hay versiones impresas de todas las
lecciones de ELA y de las hojas de ensayo de las presentaciones disponibles en todo momento si las
solicitan.

Para familias nuevas en la educacion formal en Estados Unidos

Si el estudiante acaba de empezar en el sistema educativo formal de Estados Unidos, ya sea porque su
formacion previa se desarrollé en otro pais, se vio interrumpida o era muy diferente a la de la escuela
intermedia aqui, las actividades que se indican a continuacién pueden ayudarlo a alcanzar el nivel de
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lectura, escritura, expresion oral y comprensién auditiva correspondiente a su grado. Ninguna de ellas
requiere experiencia previa en lectura ni conocimientos de inglés. Pueden solicitar una reunidén en su
escuela con el responsable de estudiantes multilinglies o con el coordinador de estudiantes que
aprenden inglés (English Learner, EL) en cualquier momento para hablar sobre apoyos adicionales.

¢ Comentario de imagenes: describan en su idioma lo que ven en una foto, una imagen o una
pagina de un dlbum de fotos. El estudiante ird incorporando palabras y frases en inglés a medida
que las aprenda. Amplia el vocabulario en ambos idiomas.

¢ Narracion oral: cuenten en voz alta una historia familiar en su idioma y pidanle al estudiante que
la vuelva a contar al dia siguiente. La narracion oral en el idioma materno desarrolla las mismas
habilidades de comprensién y memoria que el estudiante utiliza para analizar historias en clase.

¢ Vocabulario basado en rutinas: etiqueten objetos de uso cotidiano en ambos idiomas (como
silla, estufa, puerta o mochila) y afiadan juntos una palabra nueva cada semana. La exposicién
breve y repetida a los nombres de objetos es una de las formas mas eficaces de aprender un
segundo idioma.

Investigar sobre una persona, un lugar o un acontecimiento local relacionado con la unidad.
Analizar un texto de la comunidad, un mural, un monumento histdérico o un articulo de un
periddico local.

Entrevistar a un miembro de la comunidad (como una persona mayor, un artesano local, un lider
civico o un familiar).

Qué pueden hacer para apoyar este proceso

Preguntenle al estudiante a quién esta investigando o entrevistando y qué es lo que quiere saber.
Ofrézcanse para ser entrevistados o sugieran a algin miembro de la comunidad que conozcan.
Escuchen al estudiante practicar su presentacién y después hagan una pregunta.

Celebren el trabajo terminado; el maestro les informara cuando se programe una presentacién o
una lectura para la familia.

Unidad 8.1: Raices y recuerdos: vida civica e historias en comun

Unit 8.1: Roots & Remembrance: Civic Life & Shared Histories (Spanish)

Texto de referencia: March: Book One (Marcha: Libro uno), de John Lewis, Andrew Aydin y Nate Powell
Planificaciéon: cerca de nueve semanas
Estimadas familias y cuidadores:
Durante las préximas nueve semanas, el estudiante leerd March: Book One, la autobiografia grafica de John Lewis
sobre sus primeros afios en el movimiento por los derechos civiles, e investigara como el testimonio personal se
convierte en memoria civica. La unidad se organiza en dos investigaciones:
¢ Investigacion 1: La narracion como accidn civica. Guiados por la pregunta "¢ Cémo se convierte la narracion en
una herramienta para el cambio civico?", los estudiantes leen detenidamente las memorias junto con fuentes
primarias, discursos, casos judiciales, fotografias e historias orales, para comprender los sistemas a los que se
enfrentd Lewis y cdmo la organizacién no violenta los puso al descubierto.
¢ Investigacion 2: Memoria civica y responsabilidad. Guiados por la pregunta "éQué es la memoria civica 'y
como nos ayuda el testimonio a recordar y aprender?", los estudiantes analizan cdmo se han documentado y
recordado momentos histéricos del movimiento, como Selmay el Verano de la Libertad, comparando el
testimonio de Lewis con articulos de noticias, exposiciones y poemas conmemorativos.

Lo que el estudiante presentara (Unit Performance Task)

Al final de la unidad, el estudiante creara un informe multimedia sobre la memoria civica (Civic Memory Brief) en el
que explicara cdmo un momento concreto del movimiento por los derechos civiles utilizé la memoria y los
testimonios para cambiar los sistemas, basandose en las memorias y en una fuente adicional fiable, con una
portada que incluya dos imagenes significativas y sus respectivos pies de foto.
